The installation of one new storage tank within the terminal; full-surface fire-protection systems and
odour abatement eguipment will be installed on the new tank

Development of a new fire water retention pond to support emergency response

Installation of ancillary infrastruciure to support the new storage tanks (e.g. pipeling manifolds, elecirical
cable frays, elc.)
